Routes from Grange Ward to Tower Bridge and to Thames Path going eastwards

Routes starting from Leathermarket and from Neckinger
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Leathermarket to Tower Bridge

Along Leathermarket St to Bermondsey St. Left on to Bermondsey St, then immediate right to Whites Grounds.  Follow round to left and under railway.  Cross Druid St to St Johns Churchyard, take paths on left side of churchyard to Fair St and Tooley Street.  Cross to Queen Elizabeth St and continue to Tower Br Approach.

Neckinger to Tower Bridge

North down Neckinger, across Abbey St and through tunnel (Gedling Place).  Use cycle contraflow on right hand pavement.  Cross Druid St into Sweeney Crescent.  Towards end of Sweeney Cresc look for small turning on rt.  Follow this through to Jamaica Rd.  You emerge beside a ped/cycle Toucan crossing.  Cross and turn left along pavement.  Continue along marked cycle track across Dockhead and Mill St, then along unmarked pavement to Shad Thames.  Turn rt on to Shad Thames, then first left to Queen Elizabeth St.  At end Queen Eliz St go through gap in central reservation and turn rt on to Tower Bridge Approach.

Leathermarket to Thames Path eastwards

Along Leathermarket St to Bermondsey St. Go rt /left into Tanner St.  At Tower Bridge Rd cross at the pedestrian crossing then continue along Tanner St.  Go under railway on cycle path on left hand pavement.  Turn rt along Druid St (cycle contraflow).  Take second left into Sweeney Crescent. This now joins route from Neckinger given above.  Towards end of Sweeney Cresc look for small turning on rt.  Follow this through to Jamaica Rd.  You emerge beside a ped/cycle Toucan crossing.  Cross and turn left along pavement.  Ttake first rt into Dockhead.  Then first left (Parkers Row) then soon rt into Wolseley St.  you are now on the signed National Route 4 which follows the Thames to Greenwich and beyond.

Neckinger to Thames Path eastwards

Same as to Tower Bridge (above). But after crossing Jamaica Rd and turning left along pavement take the first rt (Dockhead), then first left (Parkers Row) immediately followed by a rt into Wolseley St.  You are now on NR4, a signed cycle route along the Thames.
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
